Free Hot Check Collection Service 
     Deliberately writing a worthless check is a crime.  In 2010 the Ellis County & District Attorneyôs office 
collected and paid-out more than $240,000 in restitution to victims of worthless checks throughout Ellis 
County.  If you accept checks in your business then you may be able to take advantage of the free 
collection service.  Not only does the service cost you nothing, but the law may allow you to charge your 
own fee of up to $30 for each worthless check you receive.  The DAôs office can collect that fee for you in 
addition to restitution for the full amount of the check.   
     Writers of worthless checks can be arrested; convicted of theft; fined thousands of dollar; or even go 
to jail or prison.  The DAôs office has the full authority of Texas law to pursue those remedies.  No private 
collection agency can make that claim. 
     The Chamber office has ñWarning to Hot Check Writersò available in their office for you to display in 
your business.
